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The Village Forests are Under Atlack: Bark Beetles

Bark Beetles and related insects
are the most serious insect pest of
ponderosa pine forests in Ruidoso.
Outbreaks periodically kill large
numbers of pines. Recent evidence
indicates that beetle populations
are on the rise statewide.

Beetles usually attack pines greater
than seven to eight inches in di-
ameter. The one-year life cycle of
the beetle begins in April when
adults exit dead trees and fly to
attack nearby green trees.

The external symptoms of beetle
infestation include popcorn-like
masses of resin called “pitch tubes”
on the trunk, boring dust at the
tree base, and patches of missing
bark or bark flakes at the tree base
as the result of woodpecker preda-
tion. In early summer, about nine

During outbreaks, infested trees
produce enough mature beetles
to kill one to three more trees.
A community-wide program of
prevention and beetle population
reduction is necessary in areas of
high-value pines. Population
reduction involves cutting in-
fested trees before beetles exit
from them and performing one
of the following: solar treating
the trunk with clear plastic, de-
barking or chipping the trunk, or
burning and hauling infested
trunks to a site at least a mile
from pine forests.

If you have dead trees on your
property, you should:

I.  Cut the infested tree before
June of the next year.

Work has started on the Grind-
stone Raw Waterline repairs,
Embdy Project, and anticipate con-
struction of the new Camelot PRV
to begin early February pending
arrival of needed PRVs to supply
demand. The recent snows have
been contributing about 650 gpm
to Grindstone.

Drought Outlook as there is cur-
